
VILLAGE OF LYONS

COUNCIL MEETING

DECEMBER 6, 2010

The regular meeting of the Lyons Village Council was called to order Monday, December 6, 2010 at 7:30 pm. Present: Mayor Mary Vroman, Council members Andrea Gleckler, John Arquette, John O’Neil, John Good, Julie Fenicle and Village Administrator Vicki Smith.   

The meeting was opened by saying the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes from the November 1, 2010 meeting.  5 yea, motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Bills for November 2010.  5 yea, motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Financial Report for November 2010.  5 yea, motion passed.

Public 

Matt Steck introduced himself to Council as a representative of the Toledo Mud Hens.  Mr. Steck stated that the ball club is getting geared up for next season and wants to inform the Fulton County populous of the great group options that are available.  Mr. Steck stated they have several options to choose from.  Mr. Steck shared some hand outs with Council and informed them he would be in contact again after the New Year.

Employees Report
Vicki read the employees report.  Vicki stated that all meters have been read. Vicki stated that Bob and Rod spent a couple of days in Morenci looking for the lost children.  Vicki reported that Bob and Rod flushed the dead end hydrants and Drive Sol line in November 2010.  Vicki stated that the Christmas lights are hanging lower this year and have been hit a couple times by semis passing.  Vicki stated that Rod and Bob would like to turn the Christmas lights next year so they are not hanging in the streets.  Vicki reported that the Christmas lights in Dunbar Ingall Park are on all day and that last year they were wired to come on only at night.  Discussion.  Mayor Vroman will have the wiring corrected.  Vicki reported that the windows in the shop have been replaced with frosted glass for security reasons.  Vicki reported that Bob and Rod are continuing to work on the Telemetry System for the water tower and the project should be finished this week.

Committee Reports

John O’Neil reported the Christmas Parade Committee had their last meeting on December 2, 2010 and everything is running smooth.  John reported that he spoke with Andy from George’s Radio and he will have radios here for the volunteers to use.  John stated that he expected a better turn out than last year because Morenci cancelled their parade and the invitations went out sooner this year.  John stated that next year the Committee wants to get the return address on the invitations so the announcer has the information on the participants.

Old Business

     Vicki shared the quotes she received on street barricades with Council.  Vicki reported that an
     eight foot barricade is $183.30 and can be delivered before Saturday’s Parade.  Discussion.  
     Council decided the barricades were not needed at this time.  
     Mayor Vroman reported that she talked with Steve Brown and Joe Short about the Flood 
      Insurance Program.  Mayor Vroman reported that they both thought it would be good for the 
     Village to have an Ordinance in the event that FEMA assistance is ever needed.  Discussion. 
      Council asked Vicki to contact the Flood Insurance Program for details.

Vicki asked if the Street Committee has looked at the intersection of Linden and Cleveland to determine if a stop sign is necessary.  John Arquette reported the committee has not made a decision yet.

John O’Neil reported that residents around the Howard First property asked if Council knew anything about the remainder of the property cleanup.  Vicki stated that she sent a letter to the property owner informing them that sewer charges would no longer need to be paid once the property is cleared but she has not received a response.  

John O’Neil asked how many accounts are 90 days past due.  Vicki estimated 5 but informed Council that these customers continue to make payments but are not current.

Vicki reported to Council that after further inspection the doors on the Concession Stand, storage building and Recycling Center all need to be replaced.  Vicki reported that the door jams and footers were also damaged when the break ins were attempted.  Vicki stated that these claims have been filed with the insurance company.  Vicki reported that she received a quote from Doyle Welding for steel mesh doors that would also lock and protect the new doors.  Vicki stated that the cost would be $800 for 5 steel frames to protect the doors.  Discussion.  Council asked Vicki to contact Doyle Welding for the doors.

John Arquette asked if a payment has been received from the Lyons Boosters for the Light Project loan.  Vicki stated no.

John Good informed Council that he had asked Vicki to contact the Heartland Trader newspaper again because the papers are thrown all over town. Discussion.  Vicki will contact the newspaper.

Tornado Siren Agreement

Vicki informed Council that the Village has an agreement with Fulton County to inspect the tornado siren on top of the water tower at a cost of $450 per year and asked if Council wants to renew this agreement.  Discussion.  John Arquette will find the specifics of the agreement and report at the next meeting.

Administrator’s Report  

Vicki informed Council that the cost for Leaf Pick Up this year was $2040 compared to last year’s cost of $2646.  Vicki stated that pick up participation was high and at just the right time.

Vicki shared the letter she received from the Fulton County Commissioners regarding the Teleflex water line.  Vicki stated that the Commissioners will terminate our contract on Jan. 31, 2011 regarding the water line.  Vicki stated she had been told by Ziad that the Commissioners will not give up the surcharge in exchange for sharing property on a bulk water station. Vicki informed Council that there are 3 houses outside the corporation limits that will remain on our system and asked if Council wants to give those customers to the County so our water district is more uniform.  Discussion.  Council decided they would like the 3 customers to be part of the County district.   

Vicki informed Council that she sent a letter to EPA informing them of the water system changes and requesting a new TTHM sampling site.  Vicki stated she requested the hydrant at Linden Street to be the new sampling site.

Vicki stated the TTHM report for Nov 2010 came back at 81.8 so a violation letter needs to be sent to residents.

Vicki informed Council that she received a request from Ohio Mills Corp. about putting a bin in the parking lot to collect clothing to support the Special Olympics.  Discussion.  Council agreed to have the bin in the corner of the parking lot as long as the area is maintained and presentable.
Vicki asked Council if they wanted to pursue the barking dog issue by passing a new Ordinance.  Discussion.  Council decided it is not necessary at this time.

Vicki asked if Council wants to purchase Christmas gifts for the employees.  Discussion.  Council agreed to $50 for each employee as a gift.

Vicki asked if the Personnel Committee is going to meet with employees for their yearly reviews.  Discussion.  The Committee will meet with employees.

Vicki informed Council that she received information on the Nature Works Grant and the Land and Water Conservation Grant which she will forward to the Park Board.

 Mayor’s Report

Mayor Vroman informed Council that Scott McDermott would like an Agenda Meeting to review his plans and proposal for renewable energy.  Discussion. Council agreed to have an Agenda Meeting on Dec. 20, 2010 at 7:00pm.
Mayor Vroman shared the Sheriff’s report for Oct. 2010 and Nov. 2010 with Council.

Mayor Vroman informed Council that the Village has been approved for the CDBG grant but nothing has been received about the OPWC grant.

John O’Neil asked if there was a committee to bring business to the Village.  Julie Fenicle stated that there are no incentives to offer to businesses.  Discussion on Lyons Den.  Vicki suggested contacting Fulton County Economic Development to see if they had suggestions.  John O’Neil will contact the County Office.
A motion was made and seconded to adjourn meeting.  5 yea motion passed.
