
VILLAGE OF LYONS

COUNCIL MEETING

MAY 3, 2010

The regular meeting of the Lyons Village Council was called to order Monday, May 3, 2010 at 7:30 pm. Present: Mayor Mary Vroman, Council members Andrea Gleckler, John Arquette, John O’Neil, John Good, Julie Fenicle, Delbert Neill, Village Employee Ron Ankney, Village Administrator Vicki Smith and Fiscal Officer Luann O’Hara.   Also present Dorothy Duke. 

The meeting was opened by saying the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes from the April 5, 2010 meeting.  6 yea, motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Bills for April 2010.  6 yea, motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Financial Report for April, 2010.  6 yea, motion passed.

Public

Dorothy Duke informed Council that a benefit was in the planning stage for Mark and Vicki Murar.  Mrs. Duke said they were waiting on the VFW Hall to confirm the date but she thought it was June 12, 2010.  Mrs. Duke stated they would have a 50/50 Raffle, Auction and Dinner.  Mrs. Duke stated they were asking the Village Merchants to participate.  Mrs. Duke also stated they have placed donation containers at Main Stop, Village Mart and the Post Office.

Employees Report

Ron Ankney asked Council if they had any questions about the Water / Sewer Systems.  John Arquette asked how much money the Village has invested in the water taps on St. Rt. 120 and if the money goes to the County.  Vicki stated that the charge for Pahl’s water tap was $3000 but Council waived the fee and Pahl’s paid for the materials.  John asked if the Village could get the water meters back since the County is planning on taking the water line.  Vicki suggested inviting the Commissioners to come to a meeting with an agreement for the water line and to ask them then about the water meters.

Committee Report

Julie Fenicle reported that the Trash, Trees and Weeds Committee is on top of the conditions within the Village.  John Arquette reported that the Village Trash Day was slow but good.

Old Business

Vicki reported the Storm Tile Project is done except the restoration and the outlets to Bechsteins and Druschels.  Vicki reported the total cost is $50,681.20.  Vicki also reported that PHC will have the restoration done by the end of May.  Andrea Gleckler asked about the Linden Street Project and Vicki stated that it is has been approved by the County Commissioners and is waiting on approval from EPA and ODOT.

Vicki informed Council that she received a letter from the Fulton County Health Department confirming the Costic property as distressed and the new water tap has been installed.

Vicki informed Council that the CDBG Application will be submitted by May 7, 2010.

Mayor Vroman reported that the Historical Society will be paid the same as in the past for manning the Recycling Station, $120 per month.

Vicki asked if Rod and Bob are to do pressure and flow testing on the hydrants to start to establish records for ISO Ratings.  Discussion.  John Arquette will find out about borrowing the pressure reading gauge from Wauseon.

Delbert Neill stated that he is all for beautifying and replacing the playground equipment at Green Park, but said not to go overboard with a new shelter.  Delbert stated that the park isn’t used much and there is no restroom.  Mayor Vroman stated that the Park Board decided to replace the roof and rafters now.  Mayor Vroman stated the Park 

Board would like to replace the playground equipment and put up a fence at Green Park also but feel the Concession Stand needs attention first.  Discussion on Skate Park wearing, Tennis Court cracks, and new Volleyball Nets.

Administrator’s Report

Vicki asked if Council wants to renew the lease agreement with Power Supply concerning the antennae on the water tower.  Vicki stated the agreement is the same as before.  Discussion.  A motion was made and seconded to renew the lease agreement with Power Supply.  6 yea, motion passed. Vicki informed Council that she talked with Adam Hoff about the water reserve when the County takes back the water line.  Vicki stated that talking with Adam he did a quick calculation and thought 25 customers could be added as long as not in the same area but he will add the information to the Water Model to calculate the maximum gallons available.  Vicki asked Council if they would like to sign a Master Service Agreement with StanTec so the Village doesn’t have to go through all the paperwork each time their service is requested.  Discussion.  A motion was made and seconded to sign a Master Service Agreement with StanTec.  6 yea, motion passed.

Vicki informed Council that TMACOG is featuring Lyons in their June 2010 newsletter.  Vicki stated that the Mayor was asked to write a couple of sentences about the benefits of belonging to TMACOG and the Village’s current projects.

Vicki informed Council that she was asked about the landscaping required at the apartments on West Morenci Street.  Vicki stated that she looked at the plans but there was no landscaping on them and it appears the Village did not require any landscaping.  Discussion.  .

Julie Fenicle stated a resident called about how bad the blue house on West Morenci Street looks.  Vicki stated the Village employees mow the grass on properties when it gets excessively tall and add the cost as an assessment on the properties.  Vicki stated that the assessment must be paid before the water will be turned on for the property.  John Arquette suggested contacting the Auditor’s Office to find out who the lending institution is that owns the home.  Discussion on other nasty looking properties in the Village.  

Council asked Vicki to send letters to the residents in violation of the mowing Ordinance.

John O’Neil asked about the electricity appropriation and why over 80% had been used already.  Vicki stated that she would check into it and report back at the next meeting.

John Good asked about the water leak.  Vicki stated that she did a comparison on the Wauseon water bill today and it was off by 10% which is good.

John Good asked about the Trabbic home.  Vicki stated that it will be cleaned up or gone by Labor Day, not Memorial Day and that the lawn is mowed so someone is taking care if it.  

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Vroman shared the Sheriff’s Report for April with Council.  Discussion on speeders and violations.

Mayor Vroman stated that Steve Brown informed her a committee has been formed in Fulton County to buy, fix and then sell houses.  Mayor Vroman stated the County will buy a house for $50,000, fix up for $25,000 and then sell it for $90,000.  Mayor Vroman stated the Committee is working on a house in Wauseon now and the next project is in Archbold and the Committee is asking about houses in Lyons.  Discussion.

RJ Lumbrezer informed Council that the Township Trustees are selling a small strip of land to the homeowner beside the Cemetery.

RJ informed Council that the lighting project at the ball park has been changed because the transformer can’t hold all of the lights.  RJ stated that the service has been upgraded and a new electrical box has been installed at the tennis court and basketball court.  RJ stated that the project did come in under budget. 

A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting.  6 yea motion passed.
