COUNCIL MEETING

AUGUST 2, 2010

The regular meeting of the Lyons Village Council was called to order Monday August 2, 2010 at 7:30 pm. Present: Mayor Mary Vroman, Council members John O’Neil, John Good, Julie Fenicle, Delbert Neill, Village Administrator Vicki Smith and Fiscal Officer Luann O’Hara.   

The meeting was opened by saying the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion made and seconded to accept the minutes from the July 5 and July 19, 2010 meetings.  4 yea, motion passed.

Feller & Finch Representatives

Don and Rachael from Feller & Finch introduced themselves and explained to Council that they are a company with engineers, architects and surveyors from Maumee, Ohio and that they have been in business since 1984. Mr. Feller explained that their specialty is serving small communities as Village Engineers.  Mr. Feller explained that they like to establish long term relationships with their customers.  Mr. Feller stated that they will help and assist with grants such as Issue II and CDBG.  Mr. Feller stated that they do not charge for the application if they get the engineering job for the project.  Mr. Feller stated that what sets them apart is that they will review other plans and look at every possibility available .  Mr. Feller stated that they will provide the best service and the most economical solution.  Mr. Feller stated they haven’t done a lot of work for communities in Fulton County but they can handle all sizes of projects.  Discussion.  Council thanked them for coming and said they would keep them in mind for their upcoming projects.

Scott McDermott - NW Solar Solutions

Mr. McDermott informed Council that he talked with Toledo Edison and made the County aware of the projects that were discussed at the last meeting.  Mr. McDermott asked if he could start putting together the projects which would cost $500 to $700.  Mr. McDermott informed Council that this would include a complete inspection at the pump stations, data collection, paper work and leg work which would take 4 to 6 weeks.  Mr. Mc Dermott stated that the amount paid for the pre-work would go against the total project price.  Discussion.  Council decided they didn’t have enough members present to vote on the topic.

Vicki said that the meters were read and four were not working but will be fixed as soon as possible.  Vicki informed Council that Agri Services sprayed all of the parks and the parks look good. John O’Neil asked what the Green Valley Ordinance was.  John Good explained that a permit is needed to solicit inside the Village and that religious groups are exempt.  John Good stated that he told men selling windows from Indian to leave town because they did not have a permit.

John Arquette informed Council that RJ Lumbrezer asked about putting a bulk water sales system next to the lift station on East Morenci Street.  John stated the Commissioners would like to get an easement to share the driveway with the Village.  Discussion.  Council made no decision because the Commissioners have not approached them yet.

A motion was made and seconded to adjourn meeting.  5 yea motion passed.
