COUNCIL MEETING

The regular meeting of the Lyons Village Council was called to order Monday, November 1, 2010 at 7:30 pm. A motion was made and seconded to accept the minutes from the October 4, 2010 meeting.  5 yea, motion passed.

Employees Report

Vicki reported that Bob Iffland is in the hospital and doing well but that he will be off work for a while.  Vicki informed Council that someone tried to break into the concession stand at the ball park and that the Recycle Station did get broken into. John Arquette informed Council that the Street Committee did not meet yet to discuss the street problems.  Julie Fenicle reported that the Leaf Pick Up went very well.
Old Business

John O’Neil reported that the Christmas Parade Committee met again and the invitations have been sent out.  John stated that the Parade is December 11, 2010 at 5:30pm.  John informed Council that the next meeting is November 18, 2010 at 7:00pm.  John informed Council that he will request the Fire Department close the streets for the Parade and he intends to contact the State Patrol for traffic control also.  John Arquette suggested the Village buy some barricades to use to close the streets.   Discussion.  Vicki will get some prices and present at the next meeting.  John O’Neil stated they need help with lining up the Parade if anyone is interested in volunteering.  Mayor Vroman stated she will contact Beth Deleon and Doris Crowell about the cookies, hot chocolate and goodie bags.
Administrator’s Report  

Vicki informed Council there is a TMACOG meeting Monday November 8, 2010 at 5: oo pm at the Swanton High School and asked if anyone would like to go.  Discussion.  Vicki and Mayor Vroman will attend the meeting.

Vicki shared a letter with Council from Kitty Donahue concerning tree planting.  Vicki read and shared newspaper article enclosed with the letter about Morenci and Fayette planting trees.  Discussion on Tree Commission.  Council has tried to form a Tree Commission in the past with no success.

Vicki asked Council if she should continue to bill sewer charges for Howard First’s house sine the house is no longer there.  Discussion.  Vicki will notify the customer that when the lot is vacant there is no sewer charge.  Discussion on over due accounts.  Vicki stated that when the property sells the accounts will be collected.

Vicki informed Council that she received a notice form the Ohio Department of Natural Resources stating that the new flood plains maps will be completed by April 2011.  Vicki reported that the Village does not have flood hazard areas.  Vicki stated that the ODNR is asking the Village to join a National Flood Insurance Program.    Vicki stated that if the Village does not join NFIP then no FEMA money will be awarded to the Village in the event of a flood.  Discussion.   Mayor Vroman will review the request with Steve Brown.
Vicki reported that she is waiting for Metamora to send a copy of their Barking Dog Ordinance.  John Arquette reported that he talked to Dog Warden, Pete Skeldon, and the Village has an Ordinance in place.  Discussion.  Vicki will look for the Ordinance.

Mayor’s Report

Mayor Vroman reported that she did not receive a Sheriff’s Report.
Mayor Vroman informed Council that the CIC meeting has been changed to November 30, 2010.  Mayor Vroman reported that Steve Brown is retiring in April 2011.  

Mayor Vroman stated that Steve Brown reported at the last meeting that 51% of the County Residents are low income.

John O’Neil stated he was looking on the Village website for Halloween times and couldn’t find them.  Vicki stated that she had not informed Wayne Rogers of the times to be posted.  Discussion.  Vicki and Luann will get the info to Wayne for posting.

John O’Neil asked who Adam Hoff is.  Vicki stated that he is an engineer for Stantec that does Village projects.

John O’Neil asked if a stop sign was going to be put up at Linden and Cleveland Streets.  Discussion on sign placement.  Council decided to table the decision until the next meeting and have the Street Committee look at the intersection.
