
VILLAGE OF LYONS

COUNCIL MEETING

APRIL 5, 2010

The regular meeting of the Lyons Village Council was called to order Monday, April 5, 2010 at 7:30 pm. Present: Mayor Mary Vroman, Council members Andrea Gleckler, John Arquette, John O’Neil, John Good, Julie Fenicle, Delbert Neill, Village Employee Bob Iffland and Village Administrator Vicki Smith.  Also present Dorothy Duke, Dave Costik, Mr. & Mrs. Tom Bechstein, Mrs. Vivian Seigneur and Mr. & Mrs. Dean Druschel.
The meeting was opened by saying the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion made and seconded to accept the minutes from the March 1, 2010 meeting.  6 yea, motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Bills for March 2010.  6 yea, motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to accept the Financial Report for March 2010.  6 yea, motion passed.

Steve Brown Regional Planning Commission

Steve Brown explained to Council that the Fair Housing Act is a program to prevent housing discrimination.  Mr. Brown brought brochures for the Village on how to file a complaint with his office. 

 Mr. Brown stated that Fulton County has applied for a CHIP grant of $550,000.  Mr. Brown stated that $50,000 of that total has been set aside for Habitat For Humanity and they are looking for lots to build on in the Lyons area, $100,000 of the total is set aside for helping Fayette residents and the balance is available to anyone in the county that qualifies for assistance.  Mr. Brown suggested that anyone who needs assistance contact his office because there are other grants available to residents also.  

Mr. Brown stated that the Planning Commission is remapping the flood plains in Fulton County and that the Village does not have any flood plains.  Mr. Brown states that the Village residents don’t need to worry about flood insurance. 

Mr. Brown shared the 2010 Census rates with Council stating that Ohio response is at 62%, Fulton County response is at 70% and Lyons Village response is at 70% which is very good. 

Vicki asked Mr. Brown if he has received information form Adam Hoff on the Linden Street Project.  Mr. Brown stated he has a meeting with Mr. Hoff on Friday.  Mr. Brown stated that as soon as he receives the specs from Mr. Hoff they will bid the project.

Storm Sewer Project

John Arquette explained to Mrs. Seigneur, Mr. & Mrs. Bechstein and Mr. & Mrs. Druschel the proposed project to eliminate two existing storm tiles and replace them with one 30” storm tile.  John reviewed the placement of the storm sewer and drainage tiles.  Discussion on trees and buildings moving and replacing. Vicki explained the Village needs an agreement with the property owners for the work area and when the project is finished a Permanent Easement will be drawn up for the smallest amount of property needed to access the tile.  Vicki asked if everyone was in agreement.  No questions or objections.  Vicki stated she will write the agreements and get them signed by the property owners.

Public

Dave Costic explained to Council that he lives just south of town and his new job is taking him to Vermont.  Mr. Costic explained that the FHA Loan Guidelines state that pond water is an unacceptable water source for a home.  Mr. Costic stated that he met with Health Department officials and they are intent on sending the Village a letter stating his well water is unfit to drink.  Mr. Costic would like to tap on to the Village water line to enable him to sell his home.  Discussion on water line location, when available, where water goes into house.  A motion was made and seconded to allow Mr. Costic a water tap outside of the Village limits upon receiving a letter from the Health Department declaring this distressed property.  6 yea, motion passed.

Employees Report

Bob informed Council a water meter has been installed at Drive Sol.  Bob stated they found water running before it went through the meter so they installed another meter to measure all of the water.  Bob stated that this could be part of the lost gallons of water.  Bob stated they fixed the water line in front of Sunny’s.  Bob stated that the bolts snapped off the valve.  Bob stated that the line could have been leaking for a while and this would be part of the lost gallons also.  Bob stated they would turn on the water at the park next week.  Bob said they would also put out the trash cans, put the speed bumps back in and start mowing grass.  Bob stated they were flushing hydrants next week.  Vicki stated it was on the Village website and informed Council of the good response to the Internet and Facebook.  Bob informed Council that Brian Hess has extended his driveway and his sewer cleanout is now in the middle of his driveway.  Bob stated that the clean out needs to be dug up and a casting put on it so the driving over it does not cause it to break.  Discussion.  It was decided that Mr. Hess will pay for the materials.

Committee Reports

Julie Fenicle stated that the Trees Trash and Weeds Committee is doing great.  Vicki informed her that Jake Holland has been contacted and he will remove the stumps previously discussed.  Vicki stated that it should be completed in the next couple of days.

John Arquette asked Bob if the burn pile at the lagoon is out.  Bob stated it was out but sparks from the bottom must have started the fire again.  Bob stated the fire is out now.

Old Business

Vicki asked if Council wanted to revisit the idea of changing the stop light to flashing yellow at specific times.  Council decided not to revisit that subject at this time.

Vicki asked if Council wanted to revisit the Recycling Center issue.  Mayor Vroman stated that she has another meeting with the new company in mid April to discuss the amount the Historical Society will get paid.  Mayor Vroman will report back.

Vicki informed Council that she will draw up an agreement with the Boosters stating they will reimburse the Village within two years for the lighting project at the ball park.  Discussion on project plans, EYA fees and where the money goes, charge for electricity costs.

John Arquette reported he spoke to the owner of the Trabbic property and was asked to relay a message to Council that the owner will have the house down or fixed up by late May 2010.  

Vicki stated that she sent a letter asking the owners of their intentions on the Howard First property.

John O’Neil stated that 84% of the electricity appropriation has been used already this year and asked if that was high.   Vicki stated that he was looking at temporary appropriations and not permanent appropriations which were done April 1 and the reports were run March 31. Permanent appropriations will be listed on next month’s reports.
Administrator’s Report

Vicki informed Council that the Liquor Licenses for Village Mart, Lyons Den and Main Stop are up for renewal and asked if there are any objections.  Discussion.  No objections.

Vicki informed Council that she will fill out Delbert Neill’s form for the Revolving Loan Committee.

Vicki informed Council that she contacted ARS about Village Trash Day and May 8 or 15 is not available.  Discussion.  Council asked Vicki to send letters to residents informing them of Village Trash Day on May 1, 2010 from 8:00am to 4:00pm

Vicki informed Council that she talked to Adam Hoff about the CDBG Application and he suggested the W. Morenci from Noble to Sawmill waterline project be done first after looking at the water model.  Vicki stated the cost for the project is $144,750.  Vicki stated that Adam suggested to apply for Ohio Public Works for $40,000, CDBG for $32,500 and $72,500 EPA Stimulus Money.  Vicki stated that EPA is grant money, CDBG is grant money with the Village paying a small amount and OPWC is a zero percent interest loan.  A motion was made and seconded to have Stantec do the CDBG Application for the West Morenci Street Water Project and declaring this an emergency.  6 yea, motion passed.

Vicki informed Council that Ron Ankney suggested a study to determine the maximum capacity of the water system.  Vicki stated that since the County is taking back the Drivesol line the Village might want to add more customers in the country if it’s possible.  Discussion.  Vicki will talk to Adam about the cost of the water study.

John Arquette informed Council that he would like an ISO rating done which is based on the water pressure, hydrant flushing and the water pressure coming out of the hydrants.  John stated this will help the insurance calculations.  John stated that an ISO rating needs to be done every other year and he has no records for any.  Discussion.

Vicki informed Council that John O’Neil had asked her to contact Scott McDermont of NW Solar Solutions.  Vicki stated that Mr. McDermont will gladly come to a meeting.  Vicki asked if Council would like Mr. McDermont to explain what can be done with solar panels regarding the ball park lights and street lights.  Discussion. Council asked Vicki to contact Mr. McDermott about attending a meeting.
Mayor’s Report

Mayor Vroman reported that the Park Board has asked Lee Short to draw plans for a new concession stand at the ball park and design a new shelter for Green Park.  Mayor Vroman stated that the park board would like to apply for a Natureworks grant for the Green Park shelter, playground equipment and fence.  Discussion.

Mayor Vroman informed Council that the CIC meeting has been changed to 7:30am.

Mayor Vroman shared ODOT’s new resolutions with Council.
Mayor Vroman informed Council that she received a request from Motorcycle Awareness for a proclamation stating the Village supports their cause.

Mayor Vroman shared the Sheriff’s report from March with Council.  Discussion on vehicles speeding through town.

A motion was made and seconded to adjourn meeting.  6 yea motion passed.
